GRIZZLY ENCOUNTER

DAY 1: ANCHORAGE, ALASKA / 
HOMER
The group meets in Anchorage and fl ies to 
Homer to meet their expert guide.  A full brief 
will be delivered after settling in.

DAYS 2 – 6: HALLO BAY
These days are spent at an exclusive 
wilderness camp that has been described 
as one of the ‘top three wildlife camps in the 
world’.  Every day is a different adventure, 
planned according to your interests, 
physical condition, weather, and wildlife 
concentrations.  Here your principle aim is 
bear-viewing.  At times you will be walking 
among as many as 15 bears fi shing salmon-
fi lled creeks and rivers.  This is no ordinary 
bear experience from a vehicle!  Along with 
one of the highest concentration of grizzly 
bears on the planet we are sure to see red 
foxes, river otters, harbour seals, eagles, 
wolves and moose. 

DAYS 7 – 8: HARRIMAN FJORD
With the adrenalin still pumping, head out for a two 
day kayaking programme amidst the wilderness 
of the Alaskan fjordlands.  Depart Hallo Bay for 
Homer, to connect with your light air transfer to 
Whittier, and take a water taxi to your base camp 
in Harriman Fjord.  Tidewater glaciers and steep 
rock faces provide a stunning backdrop for your 
campsite, from which you launch your kayaks to 
discover the sights and sounds of Harriman Fjord. 

DAY 9: WHITTIER / ANCHORAGE
Today you make your way back to Whittier and 
head to Anchorage via road.

DAY 10: ANCHORAGE
Depart Alaska.
