DAY 1: DARWIN, NORTHERN 
TERRITORY / KAKADU NATIONAL 
PARK

These high powered V8 beasts 
are loud and fast, yet provide an exhilarating 
sensation of calmly fl oating along the waterways 
amidst abundant birdlife, buffalo and the densest 
population of estuarine crocodiles in the world.
